How to:
Set Parental  Controls or 
Block TV Channels from Your TV

So They Won’t Show on Your Guide.
1.  Make sure your TV set is powered ON.

2.  Pick up your remote and push the Menu Button once.

3.  Use the arrow keys to go to Account Info/Settings.
4.  Press “OK” on the remote 
5. It will then ask for you to enter your KPU PIN #.  You may need to call the  KPU help desk for assistance if you do not remember your PIN number. They can get it for you. Call 225-2111.

6.  Choose Parental Controls. Then press OK or SELECT on the remote.

7. You will have a choice of Settings, Hide Channels or Extended Rating.

8. Settings will give you the option to turn Parental Control ON/OFF and to set the parameters for shows allowed to be watched by members of the household. This does not hide shows, but requires the PIN to watch certain shows. You can set the TV Ratings allowed, and  Lock Unrated shows. NOTE: Unrated shows are not necessarily “Mature” shows; many older shows and movies were never rated and will be blocked with this feature. 
9. Hide Channels shows you the list of channels in numerical order. Arrow over to the list and arrow to a channel that you want blocked. Then Choose OK or Select. A red X will appear, showing that the channel is blocked and will not appear on the guide data or on your TV. You can Unblock a channel by choosing OK or Select again.  Note: You can also use the Channel Up/Down button to jump up or down through several channels. 

10. Once you have blocked the channels you want, then choose OK to save the settings. 
12.  Extended Rating Settings allow you to block shows that have particular content, such as Adult Language, Brief Nudity, Fantasy Violence, Graphic Violence, etc. Shows with this content will require a PIN to watch. Choose Extended Rating and a list of  types of content will appear. Arrow over to the type of content you want blocked and choose OK or Select and a red X will appear. To Unblock Content, you can push OK or Select again and the red X will disappear. 
13.  Once you have completed your selection, then choose OK to save the settings.

Note:  You only need to do this to one TV/Set-top box combination.  It will block the channels from every TV set in your residence. 
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
